Jayne Dyer
What happens when the visual arts and language conflate?

In an age of the sound-bite and increasingly paperless information exchange, Australian artist Jayne
Dyer uses language, books and the loose proposition of the library to discuss the relationship of visual
arts with linguistics. Her work raises questions about our relationship with books and addresses issues
of translation and knowledge transference that reflect local to global communication and access.

Dyer’s installations and art objects are ambitious in concept and scale. Books spill from doorways,
columns of books mimic architecture or suspend in space, text works are constructed from private
conversations and the identities of cities are mapped through individual stories.
